From Interstate 395 going South: Take Exit # 97 and take a right off the ramp.  This is route 44 going west.  Follow 
for about five miles through the town of Putnam.  You will come to a 4-way stop sign and flashing light.  This is the 
intersection of Routes 44, 169 & 97.  Go straight and take the first driveway on the right.   
 
From Interstate 395 going North: Take Exit # 93 and take a left off the ramp.  This is route 101 going west.  Follow 
for about seven miles to a traffic light at the intersection of route 169.  Take a right and follow route 169 for about 2.5 
miles.  You will come to a 4-way stop sign and flashing light.  This is the intersection of Routes 44, 169 & 97.  Take a 
left onto route 97 and take the first driveway on the right. 
 
From Interstate 84 going East: Take Exit # 69 and take a right off the ramp.  This is route 74 going east.  Follow for 
about 10 miles.  At a Stop sign take a left onto route 44 going east.  Follow route 44 for about 12 miles at which point 
route 44 will make a hard left and route 101 will continue straight.  Stay on route 44 for about another 2.5 miles.  You 
will come to a 4-way stop sign and flashing light.  This is the intersection of Routes 44, 169 & 97.  Take a left onto 
route 97 and take the first driveway on the right. 
 
The door closest to the stage is on the right side of the building as you come in the driveway.
